Welcome to the first BRC Training Day 2012!
	To start off the year, BRC is offering the opportunity to practice your dressage test in preparation for the BRC Country Park Classic in February. We have two lovely and knowledgeable ladies to give you feedback on how you’re going. Our protocol judges, Debbie Dixon and Rachael Greaves, are experienced instructors and judges who are passionate about helping people improve and shine.
DRESSAGE PROTOCOL WITH DEBBIE DIXON & RACHAEL GREAVES
Riders will ride in groups of three in a one hour timeslot. Each rider will be allocated 10 minutes to ride one of the following tests: Prep 4, Prelim 1B, Prelim 1D, Novice 2B, Novice 2D and Elementary 3B. The test is judged as it would be at a competition; however, the judge will then provide not only the written feedback on the test sheet, but also verbal suggestions on how the test could be improved. The rider then has the chance to go away, have a break, read the test comments over and rewarm-up their horse (this will be about 30mins) before the test is re-ridden. It is again judged with the aim for improvement in the scores as a result of the constructive feedback. A test sheet with scores is provided for the second test as well, so you can compare the outcome. This training is invaluable in learning the ins and outs of dressage or to simply fine tune your current skills in a non-competitive environment. 

Debbie Dixon is an instructor who teaches locally and has years of experience judging dressage. 
Rachael Greaves is a local instructor and horse trainer with judging experience and an eye for perfection.
IMPORTANT - Protocol riders please note: 

· All tests are available for download from the EA National website’s Dressage page www.equestrian.org.au
· We will require assistance with pencilling and riders may be rostered to pencil for fellow club members approximately an hour before or after their own tests are ridden. If you haven’t pencilled before, don’t worry, no prior experience is required and it is a great opportunity to experience how a judge sees and judges a test. Otherwise if you know of someone not riding on the day that would like to pencil, please note on rego. 
· Please allow enough time for this exercise which includes: saddling/warm up, ride, break, ride again and pencil. Please let Amy know if you have a preferred riding time and she will endeavour to cater for you. 

Numbers will be LIMITED…so don’t delay registering!

SHOWJUMPING 8.30am – 12.00noon

Training for adult riders who would like to school over fences and practise showjumping round/s at the levels you feel comfortable. The course will be open for walking mounted (or unmounted) 8.30am onwards. Walk and trot only during COURSE WALK. The training practise will start with X-rails commencing at 9.00am and then 45cm, 60cm and 80cm rounds. Riders will have the opportunity to correct mistakes which is not an option in a competition situation.

LUNCH 12.30noon to 1.30pm

Members that would like to bring their horse for an outing and not participate in the organised activities, still have a $5 Fee which is payable on the day. Please pay and register your emergency contact details at the Club house BEFORE riding.


Please note non-members must be EA members. No EA day membership is available as of 1st January 2012

	FEES for the day

* Horse Levy fee = $5 per horse brought onto the ground. Plus…
* Dressage Protocol = $20 members or $25 non members. (this includes dressage arena grooming/ maintenance fee)
* Showjumping = $15 members or $20 non members. Additional horses (2 or more) the maximum SJ fee will be $30 members and $40 non-members.


Numbers will be limited for the Dressage protocol, so get your regos/payments in early if you would like to guarantee a place. Members will have priority over Non-members for this popular activity day. A waiting list will also be taken in the event riders scratch prior to the day. Please Note: we will require 48hrs notice for you to receive a full refund due to the organisation and costs for running these activities.
