	Namadgi National Park trail riding weekend
Saturday and Sunday 3 - 4 March 2012



	This weekend includes some lovely mountain trails with camping overnight at the Mt Clear camp grounds at the southern end of Namadgi National Park. Saturday’s ride will take us out to Westerman’s hut (approx. 10kms return) and Sunday’s ride will be a return trip to Horse Gully Hut (16km return). Both rides are reasonably easy and the pace will be easy. Mt Clear is approx. 2 hours drive from Bungendore – good roads except the last 14kms which is a dirt road – please take care on this road.

Getting there
From Bungendore go through Queanbeyan and get onto the Monaro highway heading towards Cooma. At Johnson Drive (Tuggeranong) turn right then almost immediately turn left into Tharwa Rd. Follow this road to the last roundabout and turn left. Follow this road to Tharwa. Travel on through Tharwa to Namadgi NP. You will pass the Namadgi Visitors Centre on your left not long after leaving Tharwa (there are toilets here). Watch for the turn into Mt Clear (it is not well signposted!) on your left approx. 14kms from the start of the dirt road. After turning left into Mt Clear continue on a short distance and take the right fork, through  the gate, across the small concrete bridge and then take the left fork to the camp grounds.
Cost

Camping costs $3.50 (payable on the weekend)

What to bring

There is a toilet and wood fireplace at the camp grounds and a communal horse paddock. 

There should be water in the creek in the paddock but otherwise there is a dam not far away. BYO camping gear, drinking water, food, horse gear incl feed and rugs, saddle bags, etc. If you would like to do a shared BBQ on Saturday night please indicate when registering if you will bring a salad or dessert to share. Keep in mind the weather can change suddenly in the Park and may be very cold or very hot.

Start time

Please arrive on Saturday in time to be ready to ride out at noon. We will take a packed lunch to eat while out on the trail on both days.

CODE OF CONDUCT, SAFETY and INSURANCE

BRC’s Code of Conduct applies to the activity and is available to be read on the BRC website www.brc.org.au/Membership. Submission of registration to the event coordinator is taken as acknowledgement and agreement to BRC’s Code of Conduct. No dogs are allowed. Please ensure that your gear/equipment/horse/pony is in good safe working order. If you are riding, you will be required to wear an approved riding helmet (ASNZS 3838) or other approved by the EA (Equestrian Australia) and appropriate clothing and footwear as set out in the Club’s Code of Conduct. You are asked to disclose any medical conditions or allergies in order for BRC to provide the best assistance in the event of an incident. BRC is an EA affiliated club and, as such, is covered by Public Liability Insurance. Note: this is not personal riding insurance.
